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Verbytska P. HISTORICAL HERITAGE OF THE INDUSTRIAL ERA: STRATEGIES
OF REVITALIZATION AND SUSTAINABLE TOURISM DEVELOPMENT ON THE

Abstract

The article aims to highlight the European experience of revitalizing industrial
heritage and sustainable tourism development strategies on the example of the UNESCO
World Heritage Site - the V6lklingen Ironworks in Germany.

The study is based on the analysis of scientific literature and the application of the
case study method in the course of fieldwork carried out by the author during the visit to
the metallurgical plant in Vélklingen in 2024. It made it possible to identify innovative
approaches to the new image of the industrial heritage site and the post-industrial
landscape in the Saarland region in Germany construction.

The importance of preserving industrial heritage about social identity and the
principles of sustainable development is substantiated. In the example of the UNESCO
World Heritage Site - the Volklingen Ironworks revitalization, innovative approaches to
transforming the plant into a European center of art, industrial culture, and tourism are
analyzed.

In study, the theoretical foundations of revitalization and sustainable development of
industrial heritage and tourism are analyzed. It is substantiated that rethinking the
functionality of an industrial object is evidence of social transformation and changing
priorities of economic development. The interconnection of the industrial heritage site, the
community, and the post-industrial landscape stimulates the formation of a sense of
identity in the process of social interaction and is a driver of the sustainable development
of the local community. It has been underlined that the metallurgical plant in Vélklingen
is the embodiment of the technical achievements of the industrial revolutions in the XIX
and early XX centuries, as well as the history of the Saarland industrial region
development. The study presents innovative approaches embodied in the museum spaces,
and cultural and natural landscape of the Vélklingen Ironworks, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site, as a successful example of its revitalization and sustainable tourism
development. Familiarization with the European experience can potentially influence the
revitalization of industrial heritage in Ukraine in post-war reconstruction.

REWITALIZACJI | ZROWNOWAZONEGO ROZWOJU TURYSTYKI NA
PRZYKEADZIE ZAKEADU METALURGICZNEGO VOLKLINGEN W NIEMCZECH

Streszczenie

Celem artykufu jest przedstawienie europejskich doswiadczerr w zakresie
rewitalizacji dziedzictwa przemysfowego i strategii zrdwnowazonego rozwoju turystyki na
przykfadzie obiektu wpisanego na Liste Swiatowego Dziedzictwa UNESCO - Zak/ad6w
Metalurgicznych Volklingen w Niemczech.

Podstawa metodologiczna badania opiera si¢ na analizie prac naukowych i
zastosowaniu metody studium przypadku w trakcie ,, badas terenowych” autora podczas
wizyty w zakfadzie metalurgicznym w Volklingen w 2024 roku. Umozliwifo to
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zidentyfikowanie innowacyjnych podejs¢é do budowy nowego oblicza obiektu dziedzictwa
przemysfowego i postindustrialnego krajobrazu regionu Saary w Niemczech.

Uzasadniono znaczenie zachowania dziedzictwa przemysfowego w odniesieniu do
tozsamosci spofecznej i zasad zréwnowazonego rozwoju. Na przyk/adzie doswiadczer
rewitalizacji wpisanej na Liste Swiatowego Dziedzictwa UNESCO huty stali w Volklingen
zaprezentowano innowacyjne podejscie do przekszta/cenia zabytku w europejskie centrum
sztuki, kultury przemysfowej i turystyki.

Przeanalizowano teoretyczne podstawy rewitalizacji i zréwnowazonego rozwoju
dziedzictwa przemysfowego i turystyki. Uzasadniono, ze ponowne przemyslenie
funkcjonalnosci obiektu przemysfowego jest dowodem transformacji spofecznej i
zmieniajgcych sie priorytetow rozwoju gospodarczego. Wzajemne powigzanie obiektu
dziedzictwa przemysfowego, spofecznosci i krajobrazu poprzemysfowego stymuluje
ksztaftowanie sig poczucia tozsamosci w procesie interakcji spofecznych i jest motorem
zrownowazonego rozwoju spofecznosci lokalnej. Ustalono, ze zakfad metalurgiczny w
Volklingen jest ucielesnieniem osiggnigé technicznych rewolucji przemysfowej w XIX i na
poczgtku XX wieku, a takze historii ksztaftowania si¢ regionu przemysfowego Saary. W
artykule przedstawiono innowacyjne podejscie do przestrzeni muzealnych, krajobrazu
kulturowego i naturalnego Huty Zelaza i Stali w Volklingen, wpisanej na Liste
Swiatowego Dziedzictwa UNESCO, jako udany przykfad jej rewitalizacji i
zrownowazonego rozwoju turystyki. Europejskie doswiadczenia mogg potencjalnie
wplyngé na rozwoj tych gafezi przemysiu w Ukrainie w kontekscie powojennej odbudowy.
