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Kasyanov G. HISTORICAL POLICY AND ONTOLOGICAL SECURITY:
CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORKS AND ANALYTICAL OBSERVATIONS

Abstract

Objective: To introduce the concept of ontological security, as well as the notions of
mnemonic anxiety and mnemonic security into academic discourse within memory studies,
historiography, political science, and international relations. The article also aims to
propose, as an analytical tool, a categorization of types of historical policy related to
ontological security. Methodology: The discussion employs methods of textual analysis,
historical comparative studies, neo-constructivist approaches, memory studies, and
security studies. The article is interdisciplinary and is aimed at expanding the
methodological toolkit of historical research and collective (cultural, social) memory
studies, which simultaneously emphasizes its novelty. Conclusions: The concept of
ontological security enables a non-linear understanding of empirical data and theoretical
reflection. It allows for a significantly deepened research and interpretative perspective on
the motives, modes of action, and outcomes of political actors' behavior in the realm of
historical policy. Over the past two decades, mnemonic anxiety, associated with problems
of ontological security, has transformed from a variable into a constant: mnemopolitics in
all its variants—reactive, proactive, and preventive—has become a global phenomenon.
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The increase in the number of institutional actors involved in mnemo-politics, the expansion
of its domains and intensity of informational influence, the digital revolution, and the
growing importance of social media—all this heightens the pressure on modes of
perception and the maintenance of ontological security, particularly its core component:
mnemonic security.The escalation of mnemo-politics, especially in the sphere of
international relations, its expansion beyond the exclusive domain of state competence, the
rise of mnemonic activism, the proliferation of state institutions and civil organizations
specializing in mnemopolitics, the transformation of certain forms of collective memory
into state-supported civic cults, the intensification of antagonistic mnemo-politics
accompanied by growing ontological anxiety—all these trends indicate that the
securitization of historical memory is becoming an increasingly significant factor in both
domestic and international politics.

The concept of ontological security, when applied to mnemopolitics, provides useful
tools for analyzing and understanding phenomena that are largely impervious to other
theories and approaches focused on rational choice, strategy development, and Realpolitik-
style calculations. Addressing issues of ontological anxiety allows us to grasp actions and
behaviors that appear irrational or illogical from the standpoint of other theories.

The cognitive and analytical potential of the concepts of ontological and mnemonic
security, the understanding of the nature of mnemonic anxiety and ways to manage it, are
valuable not only for academic research in historiography, political science, and sociology
(including applied fields), but also for the current analysis of politics, development of
information security strategies, and responses to hybrid forms of aggression.

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The aim of the article is to highlight the essence of the phenomenon of borders and
borderlands in the socio-historical dimension, to analyze their evolution from geopolitical
and administrative boundaries to complex cultural, identification and symbolic spaces of
interaction. The authors consider the border as a multi-level construct that simultaneously
structures space, organizes social relations and reflects civilizational transformations.
The methodological basis of the study is based on an interdisciplinary approach that
combines historiosophical, sociological, cultural and political analysis. Historical and
structural-functional methods and principles of scientificity, historicism, systematics and
generalization are used. Scientific novelty. The article substantiates the position that the
border is not only a line of demarcation, but primarily a dynamic social and cultural
phenomenon. The interpretation of the borderland as a space of meeting, interaction-
interaction and civilizational, ethnocultural and political mutual influences is proposed.
The role of borders in the formation of national identities and in the rethinking of historical
narratives in the modern world is revealed. Conclusions. It is generalized that borders in
the socio-historical dimension appear as a reflection of social transformations and
determine the direction of their development. In the globalized era, they are increasingly
becoming hybrid in nature and combine physical, mental and symbolic components. The
analysis shows that the borderland is turning into a kind of "laboratory of history", where
new models of coexistence, tolerance and self-identification are being formed.
Understanding the socio-historical nature of borders is of great importance for
understanding modern processes in international relations, as well as for forming
strategies for overcoming conflict and strengthening cultural dialogue in Europe and the
world.

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to analyze the correlation between Ukrainian
nationalism of the 1920s — 1940s and the typological frameworks established in Western
and domestic academic traditions. The Research methodology. In the process of examining
the theoretical foundation—namely, existing theories, concepts, and typologies of
nationalism — methods of comparative, analytical, and critical analysis were employed,
along with a systemic approach. The Scientific novelty. The novelty of the study lies in the
proposed structural reinterpretation of the place of Ukrainian nationalism of the
1920-1940 period within the typologies of leading theorists of nationalism, including
Carlton J. H. Hayes, Hans Kohn, Anthony Smith, Benedict Anderson, Rogers Brubaker,
Yaroslav Dashkevych, Konstantyn Simmons-Symonolevych, and Liah Greenfeld. The
integration of various theoretical typologies of nationalism — ethnosocial, constructivist,
modernist, among others — makes it possible to avoid a one-dimensional interpretation of
the theoretical component of the Ukrainian nation-building experience.

Conclusions. The article analyzes the typologies proposed by prominent theorists
and historians of nationalism — Carlton J. H. Hayes, Hans Kohn, Anthony Smith, Benedict
Anderson, Rogers Brubaker, Yaroslav Dashkevych, Konstantyn Simmons-Symonolevych,
and Liah Greenfeld — as well as the assessments and systematization carried out by Heorhii
Kasianov. It is substantiated that Ukrainian nationalism of the 1920—1940 period is a
multifaceted phenomenon that incorporates specific elements, reflects a variety of internal
and external influences, and demonstrates the capacity to adapt to social, political, and
historical transformations.

The article proposes interpretations of Ukrainian nationalism of the 1920-1940
period within several conceptual frameworks: as integral nationalism in Carlton J. H.
Hayes’s vertical-chronological model; as Eastern-type nationalism in Hans Kohn's
dichotomy, as ethnic nationalism in Anthony Smith’s ethnosymbolic theory; as linguistic
(language-cultural) nationalism in Benedict Anderson’s methodology of “imagined
communities”’; as minority nationalism in Rogers Brubaker’s “triangle” of nationalism
forms accompanying the process of nation-state formation; as the nationalism of a stateless
nation in accordance with Yaroslav Dashkevych’s approach, which — drawing on the ideas
of Taras Shevchenko, Mykhailo Drahomanov, and Ivan Franko — systematized this concept
in the context of twentieth-century national liberation struggle; as a liberation movement
in the forms of revival and anti-colonial resistance in the constructivist model of Konstantyn
Simmons-Symonolevych; and as collectivist-authoritarian nationalism in the postmodern
paradigm of Liah Greenfeld.

The proposed synchronization of Ukrainian nationalism with general typological
frameworks enables the integration of diverse dimensions of nationalism into a
multilayered analytical model.

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Introduction. During the late Russian Empire, at the turn of the XIXth-XXth
centuries, political and national processes had a significant impact on public sphere, the
incipience and functioning of public institutions as the roots of civil society. The activity of
Jewish communities, limited or deprived of political representation, was most noticeable
in this sphere. The Jewish presence had been growing in large cities in Ukrainian Lands
since the mid-XIXth century. In cities spaces the struggle for autonomy and subjectivity
took various forms, such as supporting charitable organizations of various profiles or
actively participating in electoral processes. The research aim is to examine the social
activity of the Jewish community of Kharkiv during a period that, on the one hand,
summarized the culmination of its long-term growth and, on the other hand, preceded
major upheavals—the era of wars and revolutions. The new approach is the analysis of
social practices related to the religious sphere of life of the Jewish community of the city,
and their presentation as one of the strategies of activity in conditions of political reaction
and legal restrictions on the community beyond the Pale of Settlement. Conclusions. The
election of rabbis in Kharkiv during the late empire was one of the possible manifestations
of public activity of the city's Jewish community. During a period of permanent legal
initiatives against Jewish autonomy, communities within the Pale of Settlement experienced
problems with the functioning of public institutions, and this was even more clear for the
Jews of Kharkiv, a city outside the Pale. The socio-political situation in the city/region and
the course and results of the elections testify to the high level of civic activity not only
among city people, but also among the Jewish population of the region.

W okresie poznego Imperium Rosyjskiego, na przetomie XIX i XX wieku,
procesy polityczne i narodowosciowe wywarty istotny wplyw na Zycie publiczne,
ksztaltowanie sie i funkcjonowanie instytucji spotecznych — zawiqzkow spoteczenstwa
obywatelskiego. To wiasnie na tym obszarze aktywnosé spotecznosci zydowskich,
ograniczonych lub pozbawionych reprezentacji politycznej, byta najbardziej zauwazalna.

Nowosciq naukowq artykutu
Jjest analiza praktyki spotecznej zwiqzanej ze sferq religijng zycia spotecznosci zydowskiej
miasta i ukazanie jej jako jednej ze strategii dziatania w warunkach reakcji politycznej i
ograniczen prawnych spotecznosci spoza Strefy Osiedlenia. Wnioski. Wybory rabinow w
charkowskiej spolecznosci zZydowskiej w okresie poznego imperium byly jednym z
mozliwych przejawow aktywnosci publicznej spotecznosci Zydowskiej miasta. W okresie
permanentnych inicjatyw prawnych przeciwko zydowskiej autonomii, problemy z
funkcjonowaniem instytucji publicznych odczuwaly spotecznosci w Strefie Osiedlenia,
zwlaszcza Zydzi z Charkowa — miasta poza Strefg.

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Popova O. JURORS’ LEGAL CONSCIOUSNESS IN JUDICIAL PRACTICE IN
RIGHT-BANK UKRAINE (IN THE LATE 19™ — EARLY 20™ CENTURIES):
SOCIAL AND ETHNIC FACTORS

Abstract

The aim of the study is to analyze the interpretation peculiarities of the imperial
legislation norms by representatives of different ethnic groups on the basis of court cases
of the Zhytomyr District Court and to determine the characteristics of the jurors’ legal
consciousness in Right-Bank Ukraine in the late 19th — early 20th centuries. The research
methodology is based on the basic principles of historical research: historicism,
scientificity, and objectivity. In order to achieve the goal, general scientific and special-
historical methods (historical-genetic, historical-comparative, source studies) have been
used. The scientific novelty is conditioned by the fact that the peculiarities of the jurors’
legal consciousness have been studied through social and ethnic factors in the regional
dimension based on archival sources of the State Archives of Zhytomyr Region and a wide
range of other materials. Conclusions. The legal consciousness of the Right-Bank Ukraine
population demonstrated distinct models of interaction with the imperial judicial system.
Polish people represented in the jury lists, mostly former representatives of the gentry,
were accustomed to using legal mechanisms actively to protect their interests, despite
political restrictions from the authorities. Their participation in the court was the result of
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a compromise with the imperial administration, and their representation among the jurors
was determined by loyalty to the authorities. The legal consciousness of the Jewish
population was based on collective solidarity and the norms of religious law, which led to
alienation from imperial justice and, as a result, minimal representation in the jury trial.
The jury lists were dominated by representatives of the Ukrainian peasantry, who reflected
a sense of justice based on customary law and folk morality. The analysis of the judicial
practice of the Zhytomyr District Court of the late 19th and early 20th centuries has shown
that the interpretation of imperial legislation by jurors often went beyond the formal text.
Jurors were often guided by “real justice,” especially in cases involving private property,
revenge for a personal insult, or crimes committed in a state of passion. The presence of a
lawyer, whose professional argumentation could significantly change the interpretation of
the evidence, had a significant impact on the outcome of the case.

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to provide a comprehensive examination of war
commemorations in the annexed Ukrainian territories during late Stalinism, with particular
emphasis on festive rituals marking “Victory Day” and the “liberation” of Ukrainian
lands, as well as measures honoring fallen soldiers. The methodological framework of
the research is based on general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis, as well as
specific historical methods (comparative, typological, and systemic). The application of
source analysis made it possible to examine archival documents and periodical press
materials, which constitute the core of the study’s empirical base. Scientific novelty. For
the first time, a comprehensive analysis has been undertaken of commemorative practices
that strengthened the myth of the “Great Patriotic War” within local collective memory;
based on documentary sources, regional variations in the commemorative discourse have
been identified. Conclusions. The analysis of war commemorations in the annexed
Ukrainian territories during late Stalinism allows for several conclusions. First, they
fulfilled legitimizing and mobilizing functions, contributing to the consolidation of Stalin’s
personality cult, the myth of “liberation” and “reunification” of Ukrainian lands, and the
mobilization of the population for accelerated post-war reconstruction. Second, in the
immediate post-war years, the commemoration of the fallen receded into the background,
yielding to mobilizing slogans, but was gradually integrated into the official festive canon.
Third, in the regional level, the Soviet memory politics demonstrated a degree of flexibility:
celebrations of victory and “liberation” assumed specific forms that reflected local
contexts while simultaneously reinforcing the integration of annexed territories into the
all-Union mnemonic space.

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ANATOMY OF THE CONFLICT: TRANSFORMATION OF RUSSO-
UKRAINIAN RELATIONS IN VISUAL CULTURE (1954-2025)

The research aim is to trace the memorial transformation of the image of Russo-
Ukrainian relations in Ukraine’s visual culture, from the Soviet «fraternaly narrative to
the contemporary antagonistic discourse. Methodology. The study is based on an
interdisciplinary approach including cultural anthropology, memory studies, and discourse
analysis. The research applies an extensive corpus of visual sources (sculpture,
photography, cinematography, posters, caricatures, memes, social media content) to
analyze the semantic shifts in the visual representation of Russia and Ukraine, as well as
the specifics of their relationship. The novelty lies in its comprehensive and long-term
analysis of visual culture as the primary field of the Russo-Ukrainian mnemonic struggle.
Conclusions. The study confirms the transformation from the «fraternaly image to
«neighborlinessy in the 1990s — 2000s, and eventually, to the emergence of metaphors like
«foey and «aggressory in Ukraine after 2014 and 2022. Ukrainian media have consistently
attempted to form a powerful visual counternarrative, yet this process was complicated by
inherited conceptual paradigms and the absence of a visual «enemyy template from the
Soviet era. In general, modern Russian memory politics, while reinforcing the Soviet
metanarrative of «one peopley, simultaneously aimed to construct Ukrainians as a
marginalized «Othery.

Introduction and the formulation of the issue. The relationship between
Russia and Ukraine has long been a subject of intense historical and political
debate, especially in the context of memory war. For decades, it was framed
through the official Soviet narrative of an «eternal friendship» and «fraternal
unity» between «two great peoples», with the 1954 transfer of Crimea to the
Ukrainian SSR serving as a symbolic touchstone of this enduring bond (Kasianov,
2025). However, the period from the mid-20th century to the present has revealed
an intense transformation, culminating in the complete breakdown of this narrative
in the Ukrainian media discourse and the emergence of an antagonistic, and even
hostile, narrative. While this evolution was most visible in the military and
political arenas, this paper argues that the shifts that have occurred within visual
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culture are also quite revealing, and that the media narrative was presented as a
powerful instrument to construct, reshape and contest the historical memories and
the image of national identity.

The deep study of this visual transformation is critical for understanding the
current Russo-Ukrainian memory war, as it reveals the underlying struggle over
collective memory and historical legitimacy. Researchers in memory studies have
long demonstrated how a nation's «usable pasty is actively shaped to serve present
political goals (Assmann, 2008). In the case of Russia and Ukraine, this process
has been highly contentious, due to a shared history being interpreted in
diametrically opposed ways. G. Kasianov has meticulously analyzed this «clash
of antagonistic versions of the past», arguing that divergent memory politics in
the post-Soviet period might have laid the groundwork for the armed conflict. It
has also been explored how the manipulation of historical narratives and the
instrumentalization of memory became a form of «casus belli» for the war
(Kasianov, 2025).

This paper is laid at the intersection of history, memory studies, and visual
culture. While some studies have explored the broader historical and political
dimensions of the conflict (Snyder, 2018), and others have focused on visual
propaganda (Zinovieva, 2024), few have comprehensively analyzed the long-term
visual evolution from Soviet «friendship» to contemporary «foe» in the specific
context of Ukrainian media and cultural production. This is a significant gap, as it
is precisely within the realm of images — from monuments and posters to memes
and cartoons — that the abstract concepts of «brotherhood» and «otherness» were
given concrete form and embedded in the popular imagination.

The central issue addressed in this article is the visual transformation of
Russo-Ukrainian relations from a fraternal to an antagonistic paradigm within
Ukrainian visual culture from 1954 to 2025. The problem lies in two separate
backgrounds. Firstly, the enduring legacy of Soviet memory politics, which
promoted a «brotherhood» and «single Soviet people» narrative, complicated
Ukraine's project of constructing a distinct «Other» image of Russia after gaining
independence. Despite the political shifts of the 1990s and 2000s, Ukrainian
historical policy was often weak and lacked a coherent visual counter-narrative to
the deeply rooted Soviet one. This left a conceptual vacuum and a struggle to
visually define the new independent relationship.

Secondly, the modern Russian state's memory politics, which paradoxically
continues to claim Ukrainians and Russians are «one people» while
simultaneously depicting Ukrainians as a dangerous, unworthy «Other», has
created a powerful, aggressive visual narrative. This has been particularly
manifested in its state media and propaganda, especially since 2014. In response,
Ukrainian visual culture has been forced into an urgent and often reactive process
of constructing a powerful counternarrative from scratch, repurposing inherited
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symbols and generating new metaphors to cast Russia as the «aggressor» and
«enemy.»

This paper therefore seeks to answer the following research questions: How
did Soviet visual culture, beginning with the 1954 transfer of Crimea, construct
the narrative of «brotherhood» and «eternal friendship»? What were the key visual
metaphors and cultural elements used to convey a shift to «neighborliness» in the
post-Soviet period? What is the origin of the image of «Other» in the Russo-
Ukrainian relations? And how did the Russian aggressions of 2014 and 2022 force
a rapid and complete visual re-evaluation from the Ukrainian side, leading to the
emergence of a «foe» image? By examining this evolution, the research aims to
reveal how visual culture has been both a tool and a reflection of the ongoing
geopolitical and mnemonic conflict between the two nations.

Research Aims and Objectives. The primary aim of the article is to analyze
the visual transformation of Russo-Ukrainian relations in Ukrainian media and
visual culture from 1954 to the present. By examining the shift from a narrative
of «brotherhood» to an antagonistic discourse of «enemiesy, this research seeks
to investigate how historical memory and identity are constructed and contested
through visual means. In order to achieve this aim, the study sets forth the
following specific objectives:

1. To identify and trace the key visual metaphors and cultural elements
(including posters, monuments, and memes) used to portray Russian-Ukrainian
relations in the late Soviet period and during Ukrainian independence (1954-
2025);

2. To analyze the semantic shifts in the visual images, revealing how
representations of «friendship» and «unity» were replaced / repurposed into
images of «neighborliness» and, eventually, open hostility in the Ukrainian media
discourse.

3. To evaluate the role of Soviet memory politics and its enduring legacy in
Ukraine and Russia's efforts to forge an independent visual narrative of each other.

4. To determine how the Russian aggression of 2014 and the full scale
invasion of 2022 forced a radical re-evaluation of the visual language, leading to
the rapid construction of an «enemy» image in Ukrainian media discourse.

5. To compare the specifics of visual representation of Russo-Ukrainian
relations by Russian and by Ukrainian actors.

Research Methods. The article adopts a diverse methodological approach,
integrating key concepts from cultural anthropology, memory studies, and
discourse analysis. The research is qualitative and relies on a mixed-media corpus
of visual sources, considering the visual material as a form of discourse
(Fairclough, 2003).

In the context of memory studies, specifically «communicative» and
«cultural» memory (Assmann, 2008), this paper investigates how the collective
memory of Russo-Ukrainian relations has been visually constructed and

negotiated over time. The analysis explores how official state-sponsored memory
(such as Soviet monuments, stamps and posters) contrasts with and eventually
clashes against «counter-memories» expressed through more contemporary forms
like internet memes. This leads to an understanding of how shared pasts are
actively reshaped to serve present political needs.

Additionally, the research adopts the approach of scholars like W.J.T.
Mitchell (2005), who argues that images are not merely passive reflections of
reality but active agents in social and political life. By analyzing the visual samples
themselves (from monumental sculptures to digital memes) the study reveals how
the power of these images contributes to the formation of national identity and the
framing of conflict. This methodology is particularly relevant for understanding
how pre-existing visual tropes were subverted or re-appropriated in response to
the full-scale invasion.

The research also proceeds through a series of chronological case studies by
analyzing the visual rhetoric of different eras, such as the official posters of the
Soviet period, the popular media images of the 1990s, and the digital memes and
propaganda of the post-2014 and post-2022 periods. This comparative approach
will highlight the persistent themes and rapid shifts in the visual discourse,
providing a clear trajectory of transformation.

Results. Despite the complicated status of Russian-Ukrainian relations and
the continuous mnemonic struggle to create the «correct» image of shared past by
Russian imperial and later Soviet government (solidified by the Old Rus' ethnicity
theory claiming the cultural-historic unity between Ukrainians, Belorussians and
Russians), the period from 1954 to 1964 marked an important phase in the visual
representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations. The «memory boomy, centered on
the 300th anniversary of the Pereiaslav Agreement, became a powerful instrument
of Soviet historical politics (Plokhy, 2015). The visual output was instrumental in
cementing an ideological narrative of «eternal friendship|» and «fraternal unity»
between the two nations, all in service of a broader Soviet identity. This effort was
actively supported by the Ukrainian Communist Party elite and was, to some
extent, accepted by the general population.

On the contrary, the positive image of Russo-Ukrainian relations, which had
been constructing in USSR not from 1954, but since 1910-s — 1920-s with
Vladimir Lenin’s efforts and later authorized with the image of Russia as the
«elder brother», went in contradiction to another narrative about Ukrainians that
was mainly formed during the reign of Joseph Stalin — some marginalized
Ukrainians who were shown as the «Others». This framework included the
repressions against «kulaks» and «bourgeois nationalists» in 1930-s and the
active persecution of OUN-UPA, the Ukrainian nationalist partisan movement
who were in fact the counter-elites on Ukrainian territory in 1940-s, according to
methodology of G. Mosca and later interpretation of J. Meisel (Meisel, 1962), and
who were treated as the «fascists» for their cooperation with Nazi Germany. The
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accent on the «otherness» was visible also in the media discourse: for instance,
the famous controversial humorous story «Samostiina dirka» («The Independent
Hole») by Ostap Vyshnia posted in the journal «Samostiina Ukraina» (1945-
1946) wrote about the contemptuous attitude towards OUN-UPA and the
nationalists. It is essential to recognize that these specific pursuits weren't merely
an isolated development in the Ukrainian case, although they were highly visible
there. Instead, they functioned as a core element within the set of instruments for
«The Affirmative Action Empire» (Martin, 2001). This approach was
fundamentally designed to accelerate the denationalization of newly incorporated
regions and, crucially, to disempower local opposition by actively eroding its
foundational support among the population.

Getting back to the Thaw and the instrumentalization of Pereiaslav
Agreement, it may be stated that the aggressive denationalization strategies
employed by Joseph Stalin’s government ultimately required a compensatory
visual campaign to publicly reconcile deep historical tensions between Ukrainians
and Russians and to construct an image of a seemingly stable Soviet identity. This
push, which had a solid background in the form of «Cultural revolution» of 1930-
s and the image of «Soviet people united against the fascists» during the «Great
Patriotic War», materialized under Nikita Khrushchev, whose leadership led to
an unprecedented focus on monuments and artworks dedicated to the Russo-
Ukrainian «reunification» theme. This strategy involved the party taking a
particular interest in commemorative practices related to the shared history,
ensuring the visual language was consistently shared across multiple media.

Firstly, 1954 marked the erection of the new monuments celebrating
«reunification» of Ukraine with Russia. This action helped to solidify the meta-
narrative related to Russo-Ukrainian relations and create the physical «places of
memory» (Nora, 1989). A prime example is the monument in Pereiaslav-
Khmelnytskyi (Image 1), which depicts two women, Russian and Ukrainian,
hugging and going forward together with the Constitution, a clear visual metaphor
for the «friendship of peoples« and «shared path». Moreover, the sculpture gave
the womanly image to Ukraine and Russia as the countries, whether other
monuments, including the later ones, with the man images mostly concentrate on
the image of peoples (like the worker and the peasant). It shows the general
narrative of depicting Russians and Ukrainians as the brotherly people,
simultaneously presenting Ukraine and Russia as the «female» countries (based
on the grammatical gender in Russian and Ukrainian languages). This sculpture,
as well as the others presented Russians and Ukrainians in a state of harmonious
collaboration, symbolizing their shared past and united destiny.

Secondly, official posters, stamps, and
commemorative medals were released to mark the 300th
anniversary in 1954. For instance, posters of the period
frequently showed stylized Ukrainian and Russian
figures, often in traditional
costumes, marching together,
looking in a common direction
towards the future or holding
hands, often below slogans like «Eternally together»
(Image 2).

A 1954 stamp series dedicated to the anniversary
featured portraits / monuments of Bohdan Khmelnytsky,
Taras Shevchenko, Volodymyr The Great, as well as the key Ukrainian buildings
and the flags of Soviet Russia and Ukraine, with the official narrative of
«reunificationy as the central theme (Volstamp 2025).

Thirdly, the educational materials and children's books during the Thaw
were filled with illustrations that reinforced the same message of enduring
friendship, often with an abstract image of a Cossack and Bohdan Khmelnytsky
at the center. Usually the visual support was presented in the form of painting, one
of the most common ones was by M. Khmelko — «Forever with Moscow, forever
with the Russian people» («Naveki s Moskvoy, naveki s russkim narodomy)
(Image 3). These visual forms helped embed the narrative into the popular
imagination from an early age. To be fair, the image was shown not solely, but in
addition to the text narrative, claiming the «brotherly support» of Russian people
to Ukrainians, the unanimous decision of Cossacks to «forever unite» with Russia
in 1654 and the growing «friendship» between two peoples (Alekseev and
Kartsov, 1961, pp. 32-37). This attitude impacted the further investigations
regarding the Pereiaslav Agreement topic (Plokhy 2001).

This visual campaign was not presented in isolation.
The image of «Ukrainian-Russian friendship» was
organically integrated with broader Soviet concepts
of the «brotherhood of peoples», the «friendship of
peoplesy, and the «family of peoples». This created
a coherent visual system aimed at constructing the
overarching idea of a «single Soviet people». The
Russian people were consistently positioned as the
«elder brother», guiding Ukrainians and the representatives of other Soviet
republics toward a shared, prosperous future under a unified identity. In general,
the Pereiaslav Agreement was reframed not as a military pact but as a symbolic
origin point for the Russo-Ukrainian unity and hence — multi-ethnic Soviet family.

In conclusion, the visual representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations
during the Thaw was a calculative and expansive state project. It used a targeted
approach with monuments, posters, and other media to embed a narrative of
eternal friendship and union with Russia. By visually linking the Pereiaslav
Agreement to the larger concept of the «Soviet people», the state effectively
subordinated Ukrainian national identity to a broader, Russian-led identity,
masking it as the «big Soviet family».

The visual representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations during the
«Stagnation» period (around 1965-1985) underwent a delicate but visible shift.
While the high-volume output of the Khrushchev era's «memory boom» subsided,
the visual discourse of «friendship» and «brotherhood» became more
sophisticated and symbolically charged. The focus moved from simple quantity
to a more refined, ideological quality. The core message of the «friendship of
peoples» was now seamlessly incorporated into a broader Soviet meta-narrative,
often using major anniversaries to reinforce its legitimacy (Plokhy, 2015).

A decrease in the number of new monuments became noticeable, yet at the
same time their symbolic weight increased. During this era the key anniversary
dates, such as the 325th anniversary of the Pereiaslav Agreement in 1979, the 60th
anniversary of the Ukrainian SSR in 1979, the 40th anniversary of the
«reunification» of the Western Ukrainian lands with the Ukrainian SSR in 1979,
and the 1500th anniversary of Kyiv's founding in 1982, incorporated the Russian-
Ukrainian «friendship» into a grander historical and national narrative. This was
a form of «cultural embedding», where the visual representation was less about
specific historical events and more about the natural, organic state of the «Soviet
family».
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A prime example of this symbolic shift is the Friendship of Peoples Arch in
Kyiv (1982). It is a monumental, public work that frames Russian-Ukrainian
friendship as a cornerstone of the Soviet state. The arch itself, a massive symbol
of unity, was paired with a sculptural composition of Ukrainian and Russian
workers holding the Soviet Order of Friendship of Peoples. This was a clear,
permanent visual statement designed to make the friendship not a historical event,
but an eternal reality (Kasianov, 2025). Generally speaking, while working within
the constraints of socialist realism, artists and architects of this monument, as well
as other monuments during the Soviet era, acted as the creators and producers of
the visual culture. While their work was ideologically controlled, they were the
ones giving form and substance to the party's directives. They created the
monuments and posters that visually defined the era's understanding of
«friendship» and «brotherhood» of two peoples.

If we consider the posters of the mentioned period, since the second half of
the 1960s, the number of requests from Moscow for the creation of Ukrainian
posters with national uniforms has increased according to V. Kosiv (Kosiv, 2019).

Based on the research, at least 8 posters of the

NS «Stagnation» period correspond to the image of

Ukrainian women or Ukrainian men in national

clothes, which gave Ukrainian poster art its color
(Image 4).

Overall, the visual representation of Russo-
Ukrainian relations during this period was not
accidental — it was a carefully managed state project.
The main actors responsible for shaping and disseminating these visual narratives
were the Communist Party of the Soviet Union (CPSU) and the Communist Party
of Ukraine (CPU) as the central decision-making bodies. They approved designs
for posters and stamps, initiated the monuments project competitions, and
controlled the narrative. They acted as the primary memory agents, creating the
focus on the specific events to be commemorated and the way of their visual
representation. In addition, the vast majority of media (newspapers, magazines,
state television, publishing houses) were state-run and supported the official
visual narrative. They controlled the flow of images, ensuring that approved
designs and illustrations were widely distributed.

To summarize, during the Stagnation period (1964-1985), the visual
representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations moved from a «memory boom» to
a more symbolic project. While the number of new monuments and visual artifacts
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decreased, their ideological and symbolic weight grew significantly. This era did
not invent the «friendship» narrative; rather, it cemented it as a fundamental and
eternal truth, smoothly integrating it into the broader concept of the «Soviet
people». Ultimately, this period’s historical policy, as a form of «cultural
embedding,» left a strong legacy, creating a powerful yet artificial visual history
that would later complicate Ukraine's attempts to establish its own independent
national identity after 1991.

The Perestroika period in Ukraine (1985-1991) marked a significant break
in the visual representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations, characterized by a
decline in official messaging and an attempt to re-evaluate the historical narrative.
This was a direct result of weakening ideological control from Moscow, which
led to a genuine «stagnation» in the state-sponsored visual production of this
narrative, weakened even more by the historic discussions of the nature of
Holodomor 1932-1933 that kept ruining the image of «brotherhood» between
Ukrainians and Russians. Generally saying, the state lost its monopoly over
historical memory (Yekelchyk, 2007)

The visual culture of this era reflected the crisis of the Soviet system. Any
remaining examples of the «friendship», «brotherhood» or «unity» theme were
largely a continuation of earlier trends from the late 1960s to the early 1980s. This
included visual elements like depictions of monuments on postcards and an
emphasis on the friendship of all Soviet republics, rather than specifically on the
bilateral Russian-Ukrainian relationship. The visual discourse became less about
active promotion and more about maintaining a collapsing facade.

The agents of visual representation during this period shifted dramatically.
The central Communist Party's role as the sole authority began to erode, allowing
new actors and alternative narratives to emerge. The Communist Party of Ukraine
(CPU) and state-run media, while still in control, became less active in
commissioning new pro-friendship monuments or artworks. Their visual policy
was characterized by a lack of new initiatives and a reliance on old, pre-existing
visual tropes. A key development was the rise of non-state actors. National
democratic movements and dissidents began to use their own visual culture to
promote an alternative historical narrative. They employed samizdat publications,
handmade posters, and public demonstrations to reclaim symbols of Ukrainian
statehood that had been suppressed for decades. This included images of the
Cossack state and Cossacks, the Ukrainian People's Republic, and historical
figures like Mykhailo Hrushevsky. This visual counter-narrative directly
challenged the Soviet-era «friendship» discourse.

With the rise of glasnost, the public itself also became a more active
participant in the visual discourse. There was a conscious effort to re-evaluate the
historical legacy, so people started reinterpreting monuments and symbols from
the past, sometimes in a critical or ironic way, and creating new, unofficial visual
content that was independent of state control. For instance, the Revolution on the
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Granite in 1990 revealed the public perspective of the visual narrative, which did
not interfere specifically Russians but included a lot of Ukrainian blue and yellow
flags, posters with the inscriptions like «A renewed federation — renewed shackles
for our people», «USSR — the prison of peoples», etc. (Image 5). Such an approach
significantly weakened the latent tendency of preserving the image of the «Soviet
family» and the Russo-Ukrainian «unity».

Hence, The Perestroika era marked a
crucial turning point in Ukraine's visual
culture, as the state's monopoly on historical
= memory eroded. The official, Soviet-era
visual discourse of «friendship» began to collapse, with new visual narratives
emerging from non-state actors. These groups reclaimed suppressed symbols of
Ukrainian statehood like the tryzub, the blue-and-yellow flag, and images of
historical figures like Mykhailo Hrushevsky, directly challenging the myth of a
«Soviet family».

The post-independence period from 1991 to 2003 in Ukraine was a time of
ideological and visual transition, characterized by a vacuum left by the collapse
of the Soviet narrative. G. Kasyanov draws attention to the fact that Ukraine, like
other countries of the former USSR, had to form a historical self-awareness among
its population, which was much easier to do through the «othering» of the history
and role of individual countries. Thus, the label «Other» was assigned to the
imperial and Soviet heritage (Kasianov, 2014, p. 12). Due to the dominance of the
nostalgic imperial-Soviet discourse of memory in the Russian Federation, forcing
the image of «Ukrainian-Russian friendship» was difficult, unprofitable and
meaningless. At the same time, this era was defined by weak memory politics and
a general lack of a strong, independent visual counter-narrative to the long-
standing myth of «Ukrainian-Russian brotherhood». It is important to mention
that the historical politics in Russia, despite the similar crisis, kept going on a
strong level, which was caused by the mnemonic inheritance from the USSR and,
in this particular case, the necessity to deal with the memory war over Crimea
(and Ukraine in general) that was one of Russia’s geopolitical aims.

The visual representation of this period from Ukraine’s side reflected a
cautious approach aimed at avoiding open conflict and maintaining a semblance
of friendship, particularly during Leonid Kuchma's presidency (1994-2005). The
Ukrainian state largely refrained from producing new, powerful visual symbols
that would antagonize Russia, often relying on a passive policy. Instead of a strong
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narrative of its own, Ukraine's visual culture primarily reflected moments of inter-

state conflicts and diplomatic efforts to resolve them, without fully breaking from

the past. Also, the virtual memory spaces like Bohdan Khmelnytskyi were re-

shaped from the narrative of the «unity» with Russia to a more “nationalist”

meaning, even though the new wave of monuments established in 1990-s still

portrayed Bohdan Khmelnytskyi with the text of the agreement with Russia in
1654 (Image 6).

Moreover, the Ukraine state concentrated on the
text narratives rather than the visual narratives, which
was probably caused by lack of finance support towards
the visual agitation materials and uncertainty regarding
the future relationship with Russia from top-down
(Kuchma, 2003). At the same time, the Internet in
Ukraine has not become popular yet, which caused the gap in the visual
representation from the citizens’ perspective in addition to the general lack of
casus belli that would provoke the protests for / against Russia in public space.

However, the mnemonic struggle between Ukraine and Russia has already
turned into its active phase during this period. Firstly, the Sevastopol and Black
Sea Fleet Crisis (1992-1997) was the first major post-Soviet flashpoint. While
this crisis was heavily covered in the media, Ukrainian official visual culture did
not produce a strong, nationalist, anti-Russian message in response. The visual
discourse remained largely confined to diplomatic meetings and negotiations.
Photos of tense talks between presidents and military officials were common, but
they got rid of the bold, state-sponsored propaganda of the Soviet era. This stands
in stark contrast to the aggressive visual messaging that would later emerge from
Russia, which claimed the fleet and Sevastopol as a point of national military
pride and historical right.

Secondly, the Tuzla Island Conflict (2003) marked a significant Russian
attempt of direct aggression and an escalation of rhetoric. Ukrainian media at the
time, still heavily influenced by the lack of a coherent memory policy, did not
produce a widespread, pro-Ukrainian visual campaign. The visual narrative was
dominated by news reports of the Russian dam being built to the Ukrainian Tuzla
island, Ukrainian border guards, local photos and official statements (Image 7).

While there was a surge in patriotic
sentiment and a broad representation of the
conflict in the written format, it was not yet
translated into a powerful, government-backed
visual movement. This visual vacuum highlighted Ukraine's continued struggle to
define a clear identity separate from its «brotherly» past.

To summarise, the visual culture of this era, rather than actively creating a
new image, largely defaulted to ignoring the representation of Russo-Ukrainian
relations, focusing on a generalized notion of «neighborliness». This could be
seen in official government publications and state media that, while no longer
promoting «brotherhood», also avoided visually portraying Russia as a threat
despite the general subtle tendency towards claiming its «othernessy». Ukraine's
memory politics remained weak, as scholars like S. Plokhy (2015, p. 328) and
other historians of the post-Soviet transition have noted. The state’s focus was on
nation-building from within, rather than on forging a powerful external «Other».
This visual vacuum left Ukraine vulnerable to a new, hostile visual narrative from
Russia, which would ultimately be used to justify the aggressive actions of the
following decades.

The period from 2004 to 2014 was a pivotal decade that saw an irreversible
transformation in the visual representation of Russian-Ukrainian relations. While
the previous era was characterized by a visual gap in Ukraine and the parallel
representation of Ukraine as a «failed fascist state» and an «eternal brotherly
nation» by Russia, this period was marked by a clear ideological and visual split
in the Ukrainian collective memory.

First and foremost, the Orange Revolution was a turning point that gave birth
to a powerful, distinct Ukrainian visual identity. It was a bottom-up movement,
and its visual language was a stark contrast to the state-sponsored narratives of
the past. The color orange became the central symbol, representing a break from
the gray, Soviet-era past and a new, democratic future. This was not an active
form of political expression presented both in text and visual formats. Protestors
used orange ribbons, flags, and clothing to create a unified and visually compelling
image of a nation standing for its independence. Additionally, the election of
Viktor Yushchenko and his administration put a start for a massive campaign in
politics of history that caused additional confrontation with Russian authorities.
The most «uncomfortable» narratives, which had been actively discussed even
between the presidents of Ukraine and the Russian Federation, Viktor Yushchenko
and Vladimir Putin, related to the Holodomor of 1932-1933 and the role of OUN-
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B in 1940-s for the Ukrainian territories, although the memory battles laid in
smaller fields as well, such as the memory of the Battle of Poltava and the Baturyn
tragedy that preceded it (Yushchenko, 2013). The depiction of Holodomor, which
continued the general tendency of discussions since the perestroika times and the
beginning of 1990-s between the historians, was reinforced by the 75th
anniversary of the Great Famine in Ukraine (2008), so the series of actions were
initiated by the President, which also included creating the visual representations
of the Holodomor in forms of new memorials, monuments and the image of
wheatear according to the decree 250/2007 (2007). These visuals did not represent
the Russo-Ukrainian relations themselves, moreover, during the public speeches
Viktor Yushchenko repeatedly made an accent on not blaming Russia for the
previous crimes of the Soviet government (Kasianov, 2013, p. 83). Additionally,
the image of OUN-B was glorified again, for instance, Viktor Yushchenko signed
the decree No. 46/2010 awarding S. Bandera the Title of Hero of Ukraine, which
caused a huge public discussion and was interpreted as the glorification of
“fascism” by Russian narrative (2010). These images transformed the visual
representation of Ukraine, or rather Ukrainians, from the «friends» and «brothers»
to Russian people to the «victims» and the “opposers” of the Russian previous
regime.

Russian state media began a systematic campaign to minimize and discredit
Ukraine. The narrative of «brotherhood» was replaced by a more condescending
and often hostile portrayal. Ukraine was no longer a «brotherly nation» but a
failed, corrupt state plagued by «gas warsy», political instability, and Western
influence. The visual propaganda often depicted Ukrainian politicians as
«puppets» of the West, with images of them meeting with European and American
leaders meant to signify disloyalty to Russia. In addition, Russian narratives
became quite popular in Ukraine itself, mostly due to the negative perception of
the Orange revolution by the average population of the Eastern regions of Ukraine.
It was caused by a set of different circumstances, including the closer
informational, cultural and political integration of these territories with Russia as
the closest neighbor and thus the popularity of votes for Viktor Yanukovych. For
instance, in Luhansk there was a new museum opened in 2007 that was dedicated
to the victims of Orange Revolution and accused the President Viktor Yushchenko
of being guilty for everything happening in Ukraine, including closing the
Russian-speaking schools and increased contacts with the West (Hrebenyuk,
2007).

Under President Viktor Yanukovych (2010-2014), there was an attempt to
visually restore the old narrative of «brotherhood.» His presidency was marked
by a symbolic pivot back to Russia, seen in gestures like the Kharkiv Pact (2010)
and his use of pro-Russian rhetoric. Visually, this period was represented by the
revival of Soviet-era symbols and a renewed emphasis on shared history, a clear
attempt to reverse the visual momentum of the Orange Revolution. However, this
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attempt was largely unsuccessful due to the counter-movement from Ukrainian
civil society and the eventual outbreak of the Euromaidan Revolution.

Also, the status of the Russian and Ukrainian languages became a major
visual flashpoint. Russian propaganda often created cartoons and posters that
depicted Russian speakers as oppressed or persecuted in Ukraine, which was also
noticed by Ukrainians. A telling example is the cartoon «Girl, move over, you are
oppressing me» («Devochka, podvin'sya, ty menya pritesnyaesh», 2014), which
visually summarized the Kremlin's narrative that the Russian language, despite its
widespread use, was somehow under threat (Image 8). This visual metaphor of a
powerful entity (Ukrainian language) oppressing a marginalized one (Russian
language) became a staple of Russian media, in spite of the fact that the reality

was often quite the opposite in Ukraine.

As a result, the Orange Revolution prompted a
more fundamental shift in both Ukrainian and
Russian memory politics. The Orange Revolution's
visual language, with its bright colors and a
powerful, unified public image, forced Russia to
make an emphasis on abandoning the «brotherhood»
myth and, in turn, began to depict Ukrainians as a
separate «fascists» and Western-influenced entity. This paved the way for the
aggressive, anti-Ukrainian visual campaigns that would come to define the post-
2004 period. The visual discourse of this period also saw the final decay of the
«brotherly nations» narrative. The Ukrainian side, driven by the Orange
Revolution's energy, increasingly used visual culture to assert a distinct, European
identity. In response, Russia's visual representation of Ukrainians moved towards
portraying them as an «Other» — a separate, misguided people who were no longer
part of the "Russian World" and were betraying their shared Slavic heritage.

The period from 2014 to 2022 represented a «memory war» with a huge
emphasis on visual culture. Russia's aggression, starting with the annexation of
Crimea and the war in Donbas, forced a rapid and complete re-evaluation of the
visual language of Russian-Ukrainian relations. The old narrative of «friendship»
and «unity» was no longer just challenged; it was actively weaponized by Russia
and systematically dismantled by Ukraine. In fact, the memory war did not start
in 2014, the roots of depicting Ukraine as a «failed state» and the «fascist country»
by Russia have haunted Ukraine since the very declaration of independence.
Moreover, anti-Maidan and pro-Russian narratives became widespread on the
East of Ukraine, mostly due to the support of Viktor Yanukovych and the
exploitation of the fears of local population about «nationalists» and «radicals»
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by Russian propaganda, which was also broadcast on television (Wilson, 2014,
pp. 69-72). Hence, to some of the local citizens on the East the idea of protection
by Russia was considered as a solution and the defense from the «self-proclaimed»
government.

The further representation of Russo-Ukrainian relations was also
implemented based on the national law in both countries. For instance, Russia
concentrated on the Agreement on Admission of the Republic of Crimea to the
Russian Federation (Russian Federation, 2014), whereas the admission of the self-
declared Donetsk People's Republic (DNR) and Luhansk People's Republic
(LNR) happened later, in 2022 (President of Russia, 2022). On the contrary,
Ukraine intensified decommunization processes, including forbidding the
propaganda of the Soviet symbols and clearly insisting on the unified Soviet-
Russian discourse (Ukraine, 2015). Moreover, the images of «friendship» and
«neighborliness» were finally withdrawn on the official level, according to the
law No. 2643-VIII on the Termination of the Treaty on Friendship, Cooperation,
and Partnership between Ukraine and the Russian Federation (Ukraine, 2018).

This period was defined by a top-down and bottom-up struggle over
historical memory. The official historical policies of both nations diverged
dramatically. Russia's state-sponsored media used visuals to portray Ukrainians
as the «Other» by calling them traitors and fascists. The «friendship» concept was
not abandoned, but it was perverted. Russia's statement transformed into the
accent on Ukrainians and Russians being one people, while Ukrainians were
misled and betrayed the shared history. Hence, Russia made a lot of effort to bring
them back into the Russian meta-narrative. Ukraine, in turn, intensified its
decommunization efforts, dismantling Soviet monuments and symbols of
«brotherhood» in a concerted effort to erase the visual legacy of the past.

At the level of ordinary Ukrainians, the visual discourse was raw and
immediate. The imagery of the Maidan protests and the war itself directly
contradicted the old narrative. Memes, cartoons, and street art became powerful
tools for creating a new visual identity. The image of the Russian soldier
transitioned from a liberator to an aggressor (Theisen 2025). The visual culture,
born from a need to make sense of the new reality, provided the conceptual and
emotional foundation for a new, antagonistic narrative. The bottom-up memory
war used various new and reformatted images to present the image of Russia and
its attitude towards Ukraine, as well as the image of Ukraine itself. One of the
main indications of the distinct essence of the countries in the visual narrative
remains the flag and the coat of arms (Ukrainian tryzub, Russian eagle). In
addition, the folkloric stereotypes became actively used (Matryoshka, bear,
balalaika, kokoshnik, etc.). It may be stated that the Ukrainians who mostly used
the inherited narratives from the Soviet period could not reshape the Soviet image
of Russia as there was none. During the Soviet time, there was no clear visual
association with Russia or Russian people, while Ukrainians were presented
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mostly in the traditional costumes and as the cossacks. Hence, there was an
increased necessity to adjust the images of Russian that already existed in the
visual public discourse, such as the images used during the Cold War and the
media campaigns from the 19-th century.

simultaneously forced by Russians from
another perspective, were the image of the President of Russia Vladimir Putin,
Crimea (as the main escalation point), St. George's ribbon and the «green men»
who took power over the Crimean peninsula in 2014 (Image 9).

Supposedly, such bipolar use of the same images was caused not by the weak
historical politics and lack of generative content ideas, but rather by the impact of
globalisation and informatisation that led to the virtual cross-interaction between
the opposed mnemonic camps.

At the same time, the physical confirmation of the specifics of Ukrainian-
Russian relations also took place. For instance, one of the major memory spaces
dedicated to the topic, the Arch of Friendship in Kyiv, underwent a huge symbolic
reposition. In 2018, the activists painted the crack on the Arch to symbolize the
«crack of friendship» with Russians and to support the political prisoners in Russia
(UkrInform, 2018).

Ultimately, the concept of «Ukrainian-Russian friendship» as a viable visual
narrative was completely discredited. It did not align with either Ukraine's pro-
European project or Russia's «imperial» project. It became a central front in
Russia's hybrid war against Ukraine, a tool of information warfare that was
visually debunked by the reality of military aggression.

The full-scale invasion of Ukraine by Russia on February 24, 2022,
represented the culmination act in the visual war of memories. It completely
destroyed the last impact of the «brotherly» narrative and solidified a new visual
reality. The official Russian narrative of «one people» and «liberation» was met
with a powerful and unified Ukrainian visual counter-narrative of national
defiance and resilience. Supposedly, Ukrainian solidarity was caused by the
understanding of the existential purpose of war which demanded holding the
strong and united informational front in addition to the real battlefield. According
to the research of K. Kysliuk, the beginning of the full scale invasion was shown
primarily with glamorous and entertaining content due to the need to create the
positive image of Ukrainian troops in order to get international support and boost
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morale among Ukrainians. However, this representation was usually detached
from reality (Kysliuk, 2023).

Following the invasion, memes became a crucial form of visual
communication, functioning as both a tool for humor and a way to process trauma.
They created a new visual lexicon for the conflict, fundamentally redefining the
relationship between Ukrainians and Russians. Memes depicted Russian soldiers
as incompetent, corrupt, or as «orcs» — a direct reference to fantasy literature that
dehumanized the enemy (Dedyulina 2022). This «low-brow» visual culture was
highly effective at reaching a broad audience and solidifying the new antagonistic
image. The visual representation was reinforced by the additional images of «Z»
symbols, tanks, warships, prisoners of war,
shown in opposition to the metaphors of brave
Ukrainian people (Image 10). Mostly these
symbols were used in order to exaggerate the
negative qualities of Russians and to
compromise the enemy.

In addition to the existing images of Russia and Russo-Ukrainian relation,
the representation of Russia as the «Other» was also supplemented with the
references to Russian culture: by showing Alexander Pushkin or Russian ballet in
the visual narrative, another level of representation was created, focused on de-
humanizing Russians. Mostly these visual images were shown together with
blood, missiles or the stealing processes (such as the image of Alexander Pushkin
stealing the washing machine - another visual image of Russians in addition to the
toilet stealing that became extremely popular), which highlighted the historical
continuity and regularity of Russian occupation politics and pointed out at the
cultural assimilation issue in Ukraine (Kotubey-Herutska, 2022). Russian
literature was also reinterpreted to show the meanness of fate of its characters that
would have been avoided if the Armed Forces of Ukraine were nearby
(Pecherskyi, 2022).

It needs to be stated that the memory war unified the top-down and bottom-
up initiatives in Ukraine: in addition to official statements that Ukrainians and
Russians were not fraternal nations (Ministry of Culture and Information Policy
& Ukrainian Institute of National Memory, 2022), there were other visual
representations such as films (Chernov, 20230, stamps (Grokh, 2022) and even
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souvenirs (such as the candle in the form of Kremlin, maps without Russia and so
on). Also, another method of fighting the Russian mythologemes became claiming
the unique Ukrainian identity, which was represented in active use of traditional
costumes with embroidery (vyshyvanka) and implementing them into modern
fashion and art, active erection of the memorials of war, public exhibitions, memes
about Unbroken Ukrainians (Konotop witch, brave farmer stealing the tank with
a tractor, etc.).

The final victory of the national-patriotic discourse on the Ukrainian
territories was enshrined in Ukrainian law. The 2025 redaction of law, «On the
Principles of the State Policy of the National Memory of the Ukrainian People,»
officially condemns Soviet and Russian imperial narratives (Zakon Ukrainy Pro
zasudzhennya ta zaboronu propahandy rosiys'koyi impers'koyi polityky v Ukraini
i dekolonizatsiyu toponimiyi, 2025). This legislation mandated the final removal
of symbols of Russian and Soviet totalitarianism from public spaces. It codified
the re-evaluation of history and provided a legal basis for the demolition and
reinterpretation of monuments that once symbolized «friendship» but were now
seen as tools of occupation and historical oppression. This law legally sealed the
visual break with Russia, transforming the debate over monuments from a public
conflict into a state-sanctioned policy, marking the decisive end of the «brotherly»
narrative in official Ukrainian visual culture.

Research conclusions. To summarize, the visual representation of Russian-
Ukrainian relations from 1954 to the present indeed shifted from the narrative of
«brothers» to «enemies». The Soviet-era myth of «eternal brotherhoody,
«friendship» and «unity» was shown in the forms of Ukrainian and Russian men
and women in the traditional clothes, cossacks and boyars, handshakes, hugs,
flags, etc. The beginning of the independence of Ukraine became the memory
mask of this idea, by trying to preserve the narrative (mostly written) of
«friendship», «brotherhood» and «neighborhood» in order to deescalate the
ongoing conflicts with Russia, such as with Crimea and the Black Sea Fleet.
Usually the visual images of the relations between two peoples remained the
national flags, coats of arms, etc. The weakness of Ukrainian memory politics in
the 1990s and 2000s, coupled with the absence of a visual template for an «enemy»
Russia, created a vulnerable vacuum. Russia's modern, contradictory visual and
written strategy — claiming Ukrainians are «one brotherly people» with Russians
while simultaneously depicting them as an illegitimate «Other» and the «fascists»
— exploited this vulnerability. 2014 became the catalyst for the Ukrainian side for
creating Russia and Russians as the «Other» as well: the weak memory politics
was boosted bottom-up due to the active society involvement. Now Russia was
shown with the help of images of Crimea, Vladimir Putin, St. George's ribbon,
weaponry and military equipment, etc. At the same time, the traditional images of
Russia were also actively used: for instance, matryoshka or the Kremlin.
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With the 2022 Russia’s full scale invasion, Ukrainians also embedded some
new images to show the distinctiveness of Russians from Ukrainians. The most
symbolic metaphors related to the «Z» emblems, washing machines and toilets
(as the ones actively being stolen by Russians from the occupied territories), and
also to the prominent examples of Russian culture covered with blood (Alexander
Pushkin, ballet dancers, characters from Russian literature) and so on. So, the full
scale war triggered a powerful, and largely grassroots, visual counter-narrative of
resistance, defiance, and national independence. The conflict over monuments
and the passage of national memory laws officially sealed the victory of a
Ukrainian-centric historical narrative, culminating in the complete visual «de-
brotherization» and antagonization of Russia by showing it as an «enemy».

The most common instruments representing the discourse during the Soviet
period were preferably monuments, posters, stamps, pins, and postcards, the
majority of them were presented due to the specific anniversaries celebration. At
the same time, Soviet propaganda complemented the grand-narrative with the
gentle incorporation of the images into cinematography and photography. With
the lack of strong memory politics in Ukraine at the beginning of its independence
in 1990-s, only photos visualized the Russo-Ukrainian relations. The decades-
long Soviet visual campaign successfully embedded the idea of a shared identity,
complicating Ukraine's efforts to forge a distinct, post-independence visual
narrative. After 2004, due to the activization of memory politics, specifically
towards Holodomor, increasing national agenda after the Orange revolution, the
beginning of civil society ascendance and because of the growing popularity of
Internet the shared past slowly became reinterpreted and shown in the movies,
photos, and memes, however, Ukraine was still losing the memory war against
Russia, and even paused it during the Viktor Yanukovych’s presidency. The
Russian invasion in 2014 and especially 2022 created the strong occasion to
activate the informational front, which led to the creation of enormous templates
of cinematography, memes, posters, art and even souvenir production. Moreover,
during these periods the reconstruction and deconstruction of already existing
memory spaces and memory landscape from the Soviet period took place.

The mnemonic conflict is still not over. While Ukraine has won the visual
«memory war» on its own territory, Russia's mythological narrative persists,
particularly for international and its domestic audience. The future of this conflict
will likely involve actively sustaining the Ukrainian narrative, opposing Russian
mythologemes and fighting for international support, particularly by exploiting
the large Ukrainian diaspora.

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Abstract

The purpose of the study is to characterize the internal structure of the school course
on medieval history presented in German textbooks and its methodological potential in the
context of research-oriented competency-based learning in educational institutions of
European Union member states. The research methodology is based on the general
scientific principles of scientific objectivity, validity and historicism, using methods of
scientific analysis, comparison and classification. Scientific novelty. For the first time in
domestic historiography, a detailed analysis of the structure and content of the Middle
Ages history course as part of an integrated social sciences textbook for 7th-8th grade
students in German schools has been conducted. Conclusions. Despite constant didactic
and methodological innovations, most history lessons in German schools are conducted
using textbooks. Unlike Ukrainian schools, the course on medieval history in Germany is
not taught using a separate textbook, but is part of an integrated social sciences
(Gesellschaftswissenschaften) textbook for 7th and 8th grade students. Its content is not
determined by a single document that is mandatory for implementation. The structure of
the course is designed so that, while working with it, students, under the guidance of a
teacher or independently, develop a number of important competencies: research, analysis
and interpretation, construction and presentation of historical judgments, spatial, etc. The
vast majority of tasks for individual topics in the Middle Ages history course are aimed at
developing students' ability to analyze historical sources, structure information about a
specific event or situation in sequence, contextualize it, linking it to information they
already have about this period, parallel events, etc. This approach is fully in line with the
requirements of the modern European education system, which is focused on developing
the younger generation's ability to make sense of things through temporal experience and,
on this basis, to form value judgments and reflections on the historical past, which are the
foundation of their own orientation in current life practice.

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THE PERMEABILITY OF THE “IRON CURTAIN":
THE POLISH CATHOLIC CHURCH AS A FORCE OF DISSENT IN
COMMUNIST POLAND

The article aims to examine the case of the Polish People’s Republic during the Cold
War, with a particular emphasis on the Catholic Church as the central institution of
resistance to communist rule. Despite systematic pressure and the promotion of state atheism
by the communist authorities, the Polish Catholic Church maintained its role as a spiritual
center, a source of moral authority, and a key actor in shaping cultural, social, and political
life. By doing so, it emerged as the most significant competitor to the state in the spheres of
ideology and social influence. Along with other institutions and phenomena such as national
identity, intellectual elites, the diaspora, culture, and trade union movements, the Polish
Catholic Church contributed to the permeability of the “Iron Curtain”, the gradual erosion
of the communist regime, and represented the core of the suppressed but still active civil
society of Poland. The case of Poland demonstrates the broader role of religious institutions
in preserving national identity and fostering collective resistance under authoritarian
socialism.

The analysis of this paper employs a multidisciplinary approach that integrates
historical, political, and cultural perspectives in order to assess the Church’s position within
Polish society and its impact on the weakening of the totalitarian system.

Introduction

The phenomenon of the ‘Iron Curtain’ is an essential characteristic of
totalitarianism as a system moving in the direction of internal socio-political
simplification and, accordingly, to relative closure and isolation from an
unpredictable and complex environment.

According to the generally accepted definition, totalitarianism is a type of
political system under which the state exercises complete (total) control and
regulation over public and private life. The main historical examples of totalitarian
systems are German Nazism and Soviet and Chinese (Mao Zedong era)
communism. At first glance, the ideology of Nazism and Soviet communism seems
to be two antagonistic doctrines. Having essential distinguishing features, they
were politically represented by polar opposite forces — extreme right and extreme
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left political parties, respectively. However, despite the radical rejection of each
other, both Nazism and communism were characterized by similarities in the
methods of functioning of internal institutions. They both destroyed personal
freedom, individuality, and were also distinguished by a high level of external
aggressiveness.

The essence of totalitarianism is an attempt to turn a complex socio-economic
organism into a simple system through unification, that is, through the destruction
of diversity as a basic characteristic of a complex system. It makes sense to assert
that by its nature, the totalitarian system, in the process of its strengthening, tends
to destroy various social and civil institutions in which it sees a threat to its
domination. So, the essence of totalitarianism is the curtailment (ideally, complete
destruction) of institutional diversity.

The totalitarian system destroys multi-party system and a civil society. It
eliminates the diversity of views (including religious), and replaces it with an
ideology which is the only correct view. This also means unfree mass media which
work for propaganda. Ideology permeates the entire system of education and
science. Ideology permeates art and culture, which are also intended to serve as
tools of propaganda.

Even if the constitution formally enshrines freedom of religion, the latter
becomes an ideological competitor of the official ideology. At the same time, the
church is considered either as an enemy and must be destroyed, or it also begins to
serve the existing regime to one degree or another. National identity also becomes
a competitor of the dominant ideology explicitly or implicitly — and the concept of
'national' acquires a completely new meaning.

Marxism and the negation of complexity. A totality approach means non-
differentiation, i.e. it denies social complexity. Under totalitarianism, a huge group
of very different people are declared enemies. For example, the right wing
(fascists/Nazis) considered the following groups to be “enemies”: Jews,
communists, and those who were labeled as “inferior.” The leftists (communists)
considered representatives of the church, the so-called “bourgeois” classes, and
‘nationalists’ to be enemies, who, in their view, were destroying the monolith of
“proletarian internationalism”. However, this kind of generalization with the stigma
of enemies echoes the Marxist theory of class struggle. In fact, the Marxist theory
of socio-economic formations is a view of society as a simple organism consisting
of only two antagonistic classes. On the one hand, his approach is an example of a
distorted, because it is too simplified, interpretation of social history. On the other
hand, the ideal of the Marxist view is a system that is even simpler, since
communism implies the absence of classes (in fact social differentiation) at all. In
other words, if, for example, the capitalist society in Marx's imagination were to be
depicted with paints on a canvas, then this picture would look like a propaganda
poster, since it would not have halftones and shades, but only a few colors such as
black, white or/and red.
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A simple system as a closed one. The totalitarian system, in its pure form, is
not only simple but also closed in essence. The fact that the totalitarian system is
essentially closed was eloquently asserted by Karl Popper in the very title of his
work ‘The Open Society and Its Enemies' (1945). In this book, he contrasts
totalitarian ideology with democracy, which is associated with an open society.

In general, the internal complexity of a system is an important evolutionary
response to the uncertainty and/or increasing complexity of its environment. For
example, W. Ross Ashby's law of requisite variety asserts: in order to be able to
resist variable unpredictable impacts of the external environment and, thus, to be
conserved, the open system must have the requisite variety and complexity of its
internal structure; only variety absorbs variety (Ashby, 1956, p. 206-213). On one
hand, the internal (primarily institutional) heterogeneity of the system makes it
more flexible and adaptive. This allows it to survive in conditions of active
interaction with the external and unpredictable environment. On the other hand, in
complex environments, a relatively simple system interacting with this environment
risks losing its structure, which means it can be destroyed as a system.

Complexity of a system is a type of its immunity since it provides a feedback
mechanism and homeostasis. In the case of a totalitarian system, its active
interaction (economically, socially, and culturally) with the diverse world around it
poses a threat to the system itself. Just like a living organism with a weakened
immune system needs additional external protection, such as skin and clothing, a
totalitarian system, as it simplifies internally, must also shield itself from outside
influences. Thus, the establishment and strengthening of totalitarianism in the
country is accompanied by the growth of its isolation and closure from other
countries. In other words, between the totalitarian state and the rest of the world the
walls (whether informational, political, and economic, or in the form of barbed
wire) are growing.

The premise of this article is based on the assumption that there is a connection
between institutional diversity and the openness of the social system. The purpose
of the article is to explore this relationship (hypothesis) using the example of the
Polish People's Republic during the Cold War. The main focus of the research is on
the Polish Catholic Church, which, despite the atheism imposed by the official
authorities, represented a serious competitor to the state in the realms of culture,
society, ideology, and politics. As a result, the degree of institutional diversity in
socialist Poland was higher than in the USSR. Consequently, the permeability of
its individual “Iron Curtain” was greater. This, to some extent, explains the
intensification of social movements in the late 1980s and the relatively quick and
painless exit from under the Soviet “umbrella.”

The battle for souls. A secular religion vs. the church

Historically, the Christian, first and foremost, the Catholic Church played not
only a purely cult role. Over the centuries, it also performed important socio-
economic functions, in particular, related to church land ownership and education,
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which was under its control. The function of caring for the poor and the disabled
was also historically assigned to the church. Overall, the church played a central
role in the life of the communities, both organizationally and geographically (see,
e.g., Occhipinti et al., 2024).

With the beginning of the modern period of history and the rapid development
of science, the atheist worldview spread. Under these conditions, new institutions
emerged and the economic functions of the state expanded, which led to the
inevitable weakening of the role of the church in various spheres. The 20th century
demonstrated progressive changes in the economic and social spheres, as well as
the emergence of new political regimes based on authoritarian and totalitarian
ideologies. These found expression in fascist, Nazi, and communist doctrines and
practices.

It goes without saying that the totalitarian state, in its striving for the
comprehensive control over public and private life, perceived the church as the
main competitor in the struggle for the souls of its "believers". Displacing the
church from its traditional niche became one of the key tasks of totalitarian regimes.
This struggle took various forms — from militant atheism in the USSR to the
declaration of a new (political) religion (Italy). Not only totalitarian regimes, but
also authoritarian regimes (such as Italian fascism) openly proclaimed their
ideology as a religion.

In Italy, in particular, according to Emilio Gentile, 'fascist religion placed
itself alongside traditional religion, and tried to syncretize it within its own sphere
of values as an ally in the subjection of the masses to the state' (Gentile, 1990, p.
230). The leaders of the fascist movement openly proclaimed their ideology as a
religion. For example, in 1922, Mussolini proclaimed that fascism was a “belief
which has reached the level of religion’, and already in 1932, he stated definitively
that ‘fascism is a religious concept of life” (Gentile, 1990, pp. 234-235).

In the USSR, militant atheism was proclaimed within the official ideology
and had a doctrinal character. The Karl Marx’s statement ‘Religion is the opium of
the people’ turned into a slogan and reflected the communists' attitude towards the
church and clergy, who were portrayed as class enemies. That is why, the
destruction of churches and the liquidation of religious representatives in the initial
stages of the formation of communist regimes was a typical phenomenon. This
happened in the former USSR (see, e.g., Babenko 2017), as well as in the first years
after the Second World War in those countries where pro-Soviet puppet
governments were established, as it was in Poland in 1949-1950. However, as
Suzanne Hruby notes, “the church of Poland was never subjected to measures as
repressive as those imposed by the Bolsheviks against organized religion in the
Soviet Union” (Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 320). In the opinion of some researchers, the
"success" of anti-religious campaigns in USSR was due to the existence of a
powerful apparatus, which relied on agent-operational, repressive, informational,
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and propaganda technologies of the state security bodies during 1918 — mid-1950s
(Kyrydon, 2005).

Having declared atheism as one of the components of its ideology, the
totalitarian communist model could not claim itself as a substitute for religion.
However, Soviet political practices proved the opposite. The official Marxist-
Leninist ideology actually performed a new secular religion, which permeated into
all spheres of Soviet society.

According to Anatoly Khazanov, the Marxist theory, perceived as theology
and further developed by Soviet Marxism-Leninism, was based on the Judea-
Christian eschatological model and had all principal attributes of the latter. Among
these attributes are the following: sacralisation of the Party and its elite, which, like
the Roman popes, were infallible; numerous and life-long sacrifices of soviet
people for the building of communism (with the hope for the delayed reward); the
notion of sacredness and its corresponding symbolic representations (sacred
historical events, sacred dates, sacred notions, sacred memories, sacred names,
sacred graves, sacred places). As Khazanov writes, “even the Iron Curtain, that is
the Soviet borders, was also proclaimed sacred” (Khazanov, 2008, p. 124.).

The secular Marxist-Leninist religion, like the fascist one, had its martyrs and
saints. It created the own analogue of the 10 Commandments of God ("moral code
of the builder of communism"), sacred symbols (e.g. hammer and sickle),
iconostases (countless portraits of the communist leaders), places of worship (Red
Square) and pilgrimage (Lenin's Mausoleum). It relied on its scriptures and
punished its heretics with its Inquisition (NKVD/KGB). It practiced its own rituals
and ceremonial meetings (parades and mass demonstrations on May 1 and
November 7) used as a “tool in perpetuating the political status quo, hierarchy,
discipline, and a way of inculcating the norms and values of the dominant ideology”
(Khazanov, 2008, p. 124).

Deification of leaders. What is more important, this religion had its own gods,
who were ardently believed in and worshiped by millions of the builders of
communism. In political/secular religions, a national leader such as a Duce, Fuhrer
or General Secretary of the Communist Party performed the role of god. As
Khazanov notes, the cult of the Leader was an indispensable attribute of Marxist-
Leninist secular religion, and the cult of Lenin, in particular, bore many religious
characteristics, including the notion of immortality beyond physical death.

The farther away such a ‘god’ is from the people, the more divine he is. The
longer such a "god" remains alive, the more "believers" are filled with conviction
in his immortality. In this sense, the example of Stalin whose death was sincerely
mourned even by the direct victims of the regime, is illustrative. The death of a
large number of people in Moscow, during the farewell to the "leader of all nations",
became symbolic. The idol required sacrifice. And although the exact number of
the dead will never be known, according to various estimates, this number ranges
from 100 to 2,000 people. In general, the number of victims of the Stalinist regime
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is calculated by the millions who died during the famines, political repressions, and
due to the Soviet (Russian) quantitative specificity of warfare (see, e.g., Snyder,
2010). From today's perspective, it seems incredible how, despite the suffering
caused by Stalin's policies, “believers” continued to bow down before their idol.
Achieving the “high goal” required sacrifices, which the cult's followers willingly
made.

Obviously, the countries of Eastern Europe, after the establishment of
communist pro-Soviet governments there, did not have such ‘immortal’ idols yet.
The new political system with its institutions could not dislodge the church
structures and church leaders from social life, since their authority among the
parishioners remained unbroken. In addition, in the USSR, the death of Stalin also
significantly shook faith both in the secular god and in the political power
themselves.

Nikita Khrushchev's speech "On the Cult of Personality and Its Consequences"
at the 20th Party Congress of the CPSU, in February 1956, denounced the crimes,
errors and 'cult' of Stalin. This speech was a turning point which struck a sensitive
blow to the steadfast believers in their faith in communist ideals and idols. Despite
the "secret" status, it went not only beyond the hall in which it was performed, but
also far beyond the borders of the country. In Tony Judt's opinion, in Eastern
Europe, the impact of Khrushchev's reported abjuration was even more dramatic.
He notes that “Khrushchev's repudiation of Stalin seemed to suggest that Moscow
would now look favorably upon different 'roads to socialism', and had rejected
terror and repression as a tool of Communist control” (Judt, 2005, p. 311).

The Polish Catholic Church as an institution of national identity and
unity.

When it came to Poland, in the battle with the church for people's souls, the
communist authorities imposing their secular “gods,” had to deal with a competitor
much more powerful than the spiritual “poisoner-comforter” of the people. As
Suzanne Hruby points out, for over thousand years, Polish nationality became
closely identified with the Catholic faith, and Catholicism for Polish society was ”a
vehicle of cultural continuity and the expression of national identity” (Hruby,
1982/1983, pp. 289-299).

From the last (third) Partition of Poland (Rzeczpospolita) in 1795 to the
proclamation of the Second Polish Republic in 1918, the Catholic Church remained
an important social institution that allowed Poles to preserve their national identity
in the conditions of the actual disappearance of Poland from the political map
(Hruby, 1982/1983).

Both in the territory that used to be connected with Protestant Prussia (Poznan,
Bydgoszcz, Torun), and in the sub-Russian part related to Right-Bank Ukraine, the
authorities did not dare to liquidate the Catholic Church, the majority of whose
believers were ethnic Poles. In the conditions of the Habsburg Empire, the attitude
towards all religions was distinguished by loyalty, which was documented in “The
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Patent of Toleration” issued on 13 October, 1781 by the Habsburg emperor Joseph
I1. The reformation of the religious sphere involved the transformation of the clergy
into state officials who had to educate loyal subjects of the empire. Catholicism
united the Austrian government and its Polish subjects. Presumably, this fact (in
addition to social factors) explained the preservation of the dominant position in
Galicia by the Poles despite the quantitative dominance of ethnic Ukrainians in its
eastern part (see Snyder, 2003).

The existence of the Second Polish Republic (Republic of Poland) from
November 1918 until the Soviet-German occupation in 1939 ensured the
preservation of a high social status for the Catholic Church. All church institutions
and structures were restored. In 1925, the Polish Sejm and Senate ratified an
agreement with the Vatican to regulate the position of the Roman Catholic Church
in the state and establish relations with the highest Catholic institution (concordat)
(see, e.g., Dylagowa, 2000, p. 237).

In fact, immediately after the declaration of the Polish state's independence,
the Lublin Catholic University was established, which gained the position of an
influential, not only religious, but also intellectual and general cultural center of the
country very quickly. The study of religion became a mandatory component of
school education in the Second Polish Republic. The general pastoral care of
children and youth was a very important element of education.

The Greek Catholic Church, which remained the basis for preserving the
national identity of Ukrainians living in Poland, as well as the Orthodox Church,
along with other denominations, received practically equal rights with the Catholic
Church and had the opportunity to keep their parishes and parishioners. Thus, in
interwar Poland, the secular state demonstrated its agreement with the existence of
the church as an important social institution that could influence the consciousness
of citizens without monopolizing such influence.

However, in the world politics of the interwar period, the geographical
location of Poland played a cruel joke on it. The leaders of the two totalitarian
states, which aspired to world domination, once again played the "Polish card"
among themselves. Western Ukrainian lands, which were part of Poland until 1939,
came under the rule of the Soviet Union, the rest of the country was occupied by
the German Nazis, and both totalitarian machines sought the destruction of Polish
national identity.

In general, the relationship between the Catholic Church and German National
Socialism, as well as with Italian fascism, is difficult to call unambiguous (see, e.g.,
Kertzer, 2022). Most of the Germans, who sympathized with Hitler and his
ideology, were Catholics. Both German Nazism and Italian fascism, as an extreme
right-wing doctrines, relied on the church, but did not reject it, unlike communism,
which was on the extreme left and generally denied the church's right to exist.
However, as Jonathan Huener notes in his book, “The Polish Catholic Church
under German Occupation: The Reichsgau Wartheland, 1939-1945”, with the
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invasion of Poland on September 1, 1939, National Socialist Germany aimed at
destroying the Polish nation and Polish national consciousness (Huener, 2021, p.1).
This meant the destruction of the Polish state and Polish cultural institutions, among
which the Catholic Church was a special target. For the Polish Catholic Church, the
German Occupation brought nearly six years of discrimination, material
deprivation, exploitation, and, for tens of thousands, death — whether by
malnutrition, disease, deportation, incarceration, or execution. For example, out of
more than 2,700 clergy from across Europe imprisoned in Dachau, two-thirds were
from Poland, nearly half of them died there (Huener, 2021, p. 174).

It is significant that the characteristic feature of the Warsaw Uprising of 1944
was its religious zeal. Catholic nuns dedicated themselves to prayer for the
rebellion. The clergy performed functions ranging from chaplains of military units
to caring for the wounded and dying. In particular, Norman Devies draws attention
to these facts, and emphasizes the important role of the Polish Catholic Church as
an integral part of the anti-Nazi struggle (Norman, 2005, p. 403-405).

According to Suzanne Hruby, the Polish Catholic Church emerged from
World War II in an even stronger position. The church’s record of resistance to the
Nazi occupation and its suffering along with the rest of nation cemented its
reputation as the guardian of the nation (Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 318). It is no accident
that for the Poles, the Catholic Church was associated with the struggle for cultural
survival and national independence. The establishment of communist rule in Poland
was perceived by many Poles as alien control, and reinforced their view of the
church as an institution that protected their historical, cultural and ethical values
(Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 318).

From compromises to resistance: The position of the Polish Catholic
Church during the 1950s and 1960s.

The Soviet leadership in Moscow was aware of the important role of the
Catholic Church in the lives of the ordinary Poles. It did not forget about the
strengthening of its positions during the Warsaw Uprising. However, we can
assume that the consequences of the implementation of a several-year anti-religious
campaign in the USSR, the persistent atheistic attitudes of the Soviet leadership,
led to an underestimation of the importance of the Catholic Church and a failure to
perceive it as a worthy opponent and/or a threat to the regime. This situation led to
a certain weakening of external control in this area. The confrontation turned into
an internal struggle between the Polish Catholic Church and the local pro-Soviet
leadership.

After several years of searching for compromises, some agreements emerged
that allowed for the definition of the limits of what is permissible for each party.
The Vatican also tried to intervene in the situation, its leaders did not abandon their
loyal subjects, and tried to help the Poles in their confrontation with the authorities.
Thus, in June 1949 Pope Pius XII wrote an encyclical on the excommunicating the
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members of the Communist Party and supporters of communism from the faith and
the church (Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 320).

In response to the appearance of this document, the Polish pro-Soviet
authorities prepared a decree on freedom of conscience, which allowed the
prosecution for any coercion to religious practice. Such wording for sure could
have been applied to any Catholic priest. However, realizing the influence/authority
of the Catholic Church in the Polish society, the authorities tried to reach a
compromise with the leadership of the church, trying to win its support. At the same
time, the leaders of the Polish Communist Party made attempts to convince the
leaders of the church of the need to sever relations with the Vatican, as an institution
hostile to any communist structure.

The first compromise was reached in 1950. Primate Stefan Wyszynski signed
the so-called Agreement with the government (Agreement, 1950). The church
agreed to a demonstration of loyalty to the government, refused from the
underground, and was obliged not to oppose the voluntary collectivization of the
village. The government, in its turn, made certain commitments, most of which
were not fulfilled. In particular, the state promised freedom of religion, freedom of
the church press, the right to retain church schools and preserve religion in schools,
the existence of Catholic orders and the possibility of pilgrimage (Agreement,
1950; see also Cieplak, 1969, pp. 19-20; Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 320-321).

Despite these agreements, the communist government constantly violated the
obligations it had agreed to, in its characteristic manner. The teaching of religious
subjects quickly disappeared from school curricula, and religious publications and
societies, along with Catholic schools, ceased to exist (Dylagowa, 2000, pp. 206-
237).

The situation that unfolded in Poland in the early 1950s is very revealing in
terms of understanding the similarities between extreme political ideologies,
particularly when it comes to diametrically opposed left and right doctrines. In its
struggle with the Catholic Church, the communist Polish authorities decided to use
the leader of the far-right organization — the Falanga National Radical Camp. It was
Bolestaw Piasecki who was released from prison in exchange for providing certain
services and overseeing activities in the economic and educational sectors. He
began to publish newspapers, and established the publishing institute PAX. The
association of Catholics who cooperated with the Soviet authorities had the same
name. Piasecki attempted to act as a mediator between the authorities and the
episcopate. He exerted pressure on the episcopate to convince them to comply with
the communist authorities (see, e.g., Dudek & Pytel, 1990; Engelgard, 2008).

After 1956, the weight of PAX decreased, along with the influence of B.
Piasecki. This year holds a symbolic significance in the post-war history of Poland,
as it is marked with the first concessions on the part of the Moscow leadership, and
accordingly, with the defense of their rights by the representatives of Polish political
forces. The new Polish leader, Wladislaw Gomutka, represented a "national face"
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of the Polish communism for the Polish society, and his promotion was widely
regarded as a gesture of hidden defiance on the part of the party, forced to choose
between its own voters and the higher authorities in Moscow. Despite hidden
aspirations for confrontation, the new Polish leader realized that de-Stalinization
does not mean that Khrushchev is going to cede any territorial influence or political
monopoly of the Soviet Union (Judt, 2005, p. 312).

From 1956 through the 1960s, the Polish Communist Government gradually
undermined the church. Among other things, it imposed restrictions and censorship
on the Catholic press, violated the church’s autonomy to appoint bishops, and
increased ideological pressure in schools, while restricting religious education even
outside the school system. The church tried to resist the restrictions from the
authorities, however, as S. Hruby notes, until the 1960s it “viewed its role as
confined to spiritual, moral and cultural issues, and only rarely did it take a stand
on political problems” (Hruby, 1982/1983, p. 322).

Since the late 1960s, church leaders began to address social and economic
issues that transcended the internal interests of the church. In the opinion of Hruby,
the growing social conscious of the Polish church, alongside with other reasons,
was related to general changes in the Catholic Church worldwide, especially the
influence of the Second Vatican Council (1962-65). The latter “encouraged attempts
to redefine the proper relationships between the church and society at large and to
explore new areas of concern and innovative styles of action” (Hruby, 1982/1983,
p- 322; see also: Documents, 1965). This particular circumstance, distinctly
demonstrates how the Polish Catholic Church, despite being oppressed by the
communist state, acted as a relatively independent entity. It provided a channel of
communication with the Occidental world with its democratic values and
progressive changes in social relations.

The role of Pope John Paul II.

The next stage, associated with the 1970s, symbolized the deepening
confrontation between Warsaw and Moscow. During this time, it was the Catholic
Church and Pope John Paul II who came to the aid and played a special role in
creating a window of opportunity for the Polish people.

Was it a fortunate combination of circumstances, or a manifestation of
regularity? At that time, among the candidates for the papal throne in the Vatican,
there emerged a figure whose importance and influence, extending beyond the
religious sphere, can hardly be overstated. He was the first non-Italian head of the
Roman Catholic Church and a representative of the communist world, traditionally
viewed as antagonistic to the West. The Polish cardinal Karol Wojtyta ascended
the papal throne and was proclaimed Pope John Paul II on October 16, 1978.

The Polish Pope almost immediately became the object of admiration of his
compatriots, and the object of distrust from the representatives of the conservative
Western world, and hatred by the Soviet authorities. Tony Judt describes him as
energetic and charismatic “who would lead the Church into a new era, a pastor
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rather than a Curial bureaucrat" (Judt, 2005, p. 585). It was the pastoral
understanding of his mission that turned the Pope into a messiah who carried the
word of love and freedom, denying both the right of communism to existing and
the worst manifestations of market economics — self-interest and consumerism for
its own sake.

According to Tony Judt, “The new Pope's Christian vision was rooted in the
peculiarly messianic style of Polish Catholicism. In modern Poland he saw not only
the embattled eastern frontier of the True Faith, but also a land and a people chosen
to serve as the example and sword of the Church in the struggle against Eastern
atheism and Western materialism alike” (Judt, 2005, p. 586). For John Paul II,
compromise with Marxism was unacceptable. He spread this idea among Poles and
representatives of other countries of the Eastern (Communist) Bloc. Only the
Church, in his opinion, should remain the authority in the field of morality and
public life.

Among the encyclicals of the Pope that reflect his views on the social sphere,
his attitude towards humanity, his understanding of the meaning of labor and
capital, and also the Iron Curtain, a special place belongs to Laborem Exercens.
The text was written in autumn of 1981, during the confrontation between the
Polish Solidarity and the communist regime. John Paul II emphasized the priority
of man, the "subject of labor" over the capital. Contrary to the current government's
Marxist principles, John Paul II confirmed the right to private property. At the same
time, he emphasized the importance of providing social guarantees for employees
and ensuring that they receive proper payment for their services.

It is worth emphasizing that John Paul II declared the “the right of association,
that is to form associations for the purpose of defending the vital interests of those
employed in the various professions” (loannes Paulus PP. II, 1981). Since such
associations are known as labour or trade unions, he effectively demonstrated his
support for the activities of the Polish Solidarity movement.

This text is also important for understanding the fundamental differences in
how the Church perceived and related to the human being, as the Church during the
studied period embodied liberal institutions.

In undemocratic (authoritarian/totalitarian) regimes, individuals with
disabilities were silenced as if they did not exist, because they were seen as a
violation of the “perfection” of such systems. Their lives were treated as “unworthy”
(see, e.g. Vengerska & Kovalchuk, 2024). In contrast to this approach, one of the
significant social priorities emphasized by the Pope was the prevention of
discrimination against people with disabilities. He advocated for their right to
employment.

The encyclical also called for the removal of restrictions on people’s right to
work in order to secure their own survival and that of their families: “The right of
people to emigrate in search of work must be preserved.” This statement could be
interpreted as a direct call for the dismantling of the Iron Curtain. John Paul II
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proclaimed that one of the Church’s principal tasks was to affirm the status of work
as a means of preserving human dignity and to promote a spirituality of work that
helps all people draw closer to God (see, e.g. Vengerska & Kovalchuk, 2024).

The Pope’s activity was not limited to religious and philosophical writings
alone. A distinctive feature of his papacy was his numerous pastoral visits around
the world. In June 1979 he visited his native Poland. Some scholars argue that this
event played a crucial role in the emergence of Solidarity, the first independent
trade union in the communist bloc. This structure, founded in August 1980 and
headed by Lech Walgsa, turned into a powerful social and political movement and
the main instrument of the Polish struggle against the Soviet system. According to
Matteo Luigi Napolitano, the Pope believed that the central challenge facing Poland
during the political crisis triggered by the declaration of martial law in December
1981 was to prevent Soviet intervention in the country’s internal affairs. "The Pope
gave a message: we are patriots first, and then communists and Catholics, so we all
defend the homeland" (Napolitano, 2012).

According to many contemporaries, historians and politicians, John Paul II
played a fundamental role in the fall of the Berlin Wall (see, e.g. Ruviglioni, 2019).
In 1993, during an interview with journalists from Vatican Radio, Mikhail
Gorbachev claimed that everything that had happened in Eastern Europe in recent
years would not have been possible without the participation of Pope John Paul II
and his significant role as a politician in the international arena (Gorbachev's
interview, 1993).

Concluding remarks.

Since the mid-1970s, the political and economic situation in most Warsaw
Pact countries had begun to display signs of crisis that were increasingly difficult
to conceal. Participation in the arms race by the Soviet Union and its satellite states
placed an unbearable strain on their economies, worsening already existing
structural weaknesses.

The signing of the Helsinki Accords (Helsinki Final Act) in 1975 became a
global event that provided a powerful impetus for strengthening human rights
movements. Principle VII of this agreement, "Respect for human rights and
fundamental freedoms, in particular freedom of thought, conscience, religion and
belief", proclaimed the need to respect such rights. According to Tony Judt, none
of the signatories of the agreement was going to comply with the provisions, taking
into account the fact that it was almost impossible to track. However, the realities
turned out to be unexpected for most of the parties to the agreement. The emergence
of the Helsinki Human Rights Movement demonstrated to the leaders of the
signatory countries the desire of citizens, primarily of the so-called "socialist
camp", to fight for their rights (Judt, 2005, pp. 502-503).

Almost immediately after the Helsinki agreement, an independent civil space
began to form in Poland. Its development and influence are associated with the
activities of individual intellectuals, first of all J. Kuron and K. Madzolewski. They,
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along with other supporters of socialist ideas, aimed to reform and humanize the
existing system. Trade unions, in their opinion, had to gradually gain dominant
positions in society. Their commitment to ideals resulted in the creation of the
largest and most effective trade union in Eastern Europe. ‘Solidarity’, founded in
August 1980 and led by Lech Walgsa, spearheaded the protest workers' movements
in Polish shipyards. These protests were strongly supported by intellectual leaders
of that time not only in Poland but also beyond it. The Catholic Church, under the
leadership of John Paul II, served as another influential mediator and conduit of
communication with the outside world.

The totalitarian Soviet model needed the existence of the Iron Curtain to
preserve itself, while the imperialistic nature of the USSR necessitated territorial
expansion. However, excessive appetites eventually led to indigestion. Poland has
become one of the most problematic acquisitions of this empire. Its different
institutions and phenomena, such as the Catholic Church, national identity,
intellectual elites, the diaspora, culture, and trade union movements, contributed to
the permeability of the “Iron Curtain” and the gradual erosion of the communist
regime. After all, Poland played a special role in the process of the destruction of
communism and the fall of the Iron Curtain in the late 1980s.

KOSCIOEA KATOLICKIEGO JAKO CZYNNIKA OPORU W KOMUNISTYCZNEJ
POLSCE

Streszczenie

Celem artykutu jest analiza przypadku Polskiej Rzeczypospolitej Ludowej w okresie
zimnej wojny, ze szczegolnym uwzglednieniem Kosciola katolickiego jako centralnej
instytucji oporu wobec rezimu komunistycznego. Pomimo systematycznej presji i propagandy
panstwowego ateizmu ze strony wladz komunistycznych, polski Kosciot katolicki zachowat
role duchowego centrum, Zrodla autorytetu moralnego oraz kluczowego aktora w
ksztaftowaniu zycia kulturalnego, spolecznego i politycznego. Drzieki temu stal sie
najwazniejszym konkurentem panstwa w sferze ideologii i wplywow spotecznych.

Wraz z innymi instytucjami i zjawiskami, takimi jak tozsamosé¢ narodowa, elity
intelektualne, diaspora, kultura oraz ruchy zwiqzkowe, polski Kosciot katolicki przyczynit
sie  do przepuszczalnosci ,,zZelaznej kurtyny”, stopniowego ostabienia rezimu
komunistycznego oraz stanowil rdzen sttumionego, lecz wciqz aktywnego spoleczenstwa
obywatelskiego w Polsce. Przypadek Polski ukazuje szerszq role instytucji religijnych w
zachowaniu tozsamosci narodowej i mobilizacji zbiorowego oporu w warunkach
autorytarnego socjalizmu.

Analiza przedstawiona w artykule wykorzystuje podejscie multidyscyplinarne, tqczqce
perspektywy historyczne, polityczne i kulturowe, aby oceni¢ pozycje Kosciota w polskim
spoleczenstwie oraz jego wplyw na ostabienie systemu totalitarnego.

COURSE IN THE CONTEXT OF THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR, 2022-2025

Abstract

The purpose of this article is to examine the transformation of Iran’s foreign policy
in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war and to analyze its consequences for bilateral
relations (Ukrainian-Iranian, Russian-Iranian), as well as for the country’s regional and
global positions.The research methodology is based on a systemic approach that enables
the integration of various facts and trends into a comprehensive picture of the evolution of
Iran's foreign policy under the influence of the Russian-Ukrainian war. The study applies
problem-chronological, structural-functional, and informational approaches, along with
the method of comparative analysis.The article’s scientific novelty lies in the
comprehensive analysis of the changes that have occurred in Iran’s international standing
and foreign policy following Russia’s full-scale aggression against Ukraine, launched on
February 24, 2022. The article attempts to identify the areas of Iran’s foreign policy that
have undergone the most significant changes specifically due to the war in Ukraine.
Conclusions. Despite the active use of ideological politico-religious slogans in public
discourse, in practice, the Iranian leadership demonstrates political pragmatism aimed at
advancing the interests of the ruling clerical regime. These interests, in our opinion, do not
coincide with the national interests of the Iranian state and society, as they lead to the
preservation of Iran’s sanctioned status, further deterioration of the economic situation,
isolation from advanced technologies, weakening of regional influence, increasing
confrontation with powerful regional actors, the absence of reliable allies, and the erosion
of international reputation. Iran’s direct involvement in the Russian-Ukrainian war
confirms the relevance of Oriental studies, and in particular Iranian studies, in Ukraine,
for the development of effective foreign policy, the strengthening of international standing,
and the prevention of external threats.

Celem artykutu jest zbadanie transformacji polityki zagranicznej Iranu w kontekscie
wojny rosyjsko-ukrainskiej oraz analiza jej konsekwencji dla stosunkow dwustronnych
(ukrainsko-iranskich, rosyjsko-iranskich), jak rowniez dla pozycji regionalnych i
globalnych panstwa. Metodologia badan opiera sie na podejsciu systemowym, ktore
umozliwia polqczenie réznorodnych faktow i tendencji w spojnq catosé, ukazujqcq ewolucje
polityki zagranicznej Iranu pod wplhwem wojny rosyjsko-ukrainskiej. Wykorzystano
podejscie problemowo-chronologiczne, strukturalno-funkcjonalne, informacyjne oraz
metode analizy porownawczej.

Pomimo aktywnego
wykorzystania ideologicznych haset polityczno-religijnych w dyskursie publicznym, w
rzeczywistych dziataniach wiadze iranskie wykazujq polityczny pragmatyzm, majqcy na
celu realizacje interesow rzqdzaqcego rezimu klerykalnego. Uwazamy, Ze interesy te nie sq
tozsame z interesami narodowymi panstwa iranskiego i spoleczenstwa, gdyz prowadzq do
utrwalania statusu Iranu jako panstwa objetego sankcjami, poglebiania kryzysu
gospodarczego, odcigcia od dostgpu do nowoczesnych technologii, ostabienia pozycji
regionalnych oraz wzrostu konfrontacji z wplywowymi podmiotami regionalnymi, braku
wiarygodnych  sojusznikow i pogorszenia wizerunku miedzynarodowego. Fakt
bezposredniego zaangazowania Iranu w wydarzenia wojny rosyjsko-ukrainskiej, naszym
zdaniem, potwierdza aktualnos¢ badan orientalnych, a zwlaszcza iranistycznych, w
Ukrainie, dla formutowania skutecznej polityki, wzmacniania pozycji miedzynarodowej i
zapobiegania zagrozeniom zewnetrznym.
